Four years ago, when Dao Tran first emigrated to the U.S from Vietnam, she was frightened, lost and even “afraid to go outside” because she did not speak or understand English.  Dao eventually heard about the ESL program offered at the Southeast Asian Center, and she decided to take a chance and enrolled.  After successfully completing the class, Dao was able to obtain her license to be a Nail Technician and she now exclaims that, “Once I become a US Citizen, I want to vote and give more back to America and to my community”.  In 2010, we enrolled over 140 students in our ESL program, through which we helped individuals like Dao to overcome one of the largest challenges of all:  the language barrier. 

The Southeast Asian Coalition is a not-for-profit organization that aims to help Southeast Asians in Central Massachusetts to successfully integrate into the mainstream society while maintaining their unique cultural identity.  We have grown from a small, walk-in service organization to a diverse community coalition-- providing services to our citizens across their lifespan. We create leaders in our Youth Development programs that serve more than 90 youths.  We encouraged civic engagement this year by registering over 289 constituents and by giving them educational materials to help them make informed voting decisions. This resulted in a 40% increase in Southeast Asian voters in Worcester during the recent election. 

The needs in the Southeast Asian community are expanding and for the first time we are reaching out to the community to help us continue our important work.
